1233(E).—Whereas M/s Khavda IV C Power Transmission Limited having its registered address at
DLF Cyber Park Tower B, 9th Floor, Sector 20, Udyog Vihar Phase-III, Gurugram, Haryana, India -122008, has
applied for authorization under Section 164 of the Electricity Act, 2003 for laying of overhead transmission line under
the transmission scheme “Transmission System for Evacuation of Power from potential renewable energy zone in
Khavda area of Gujarat under Phase-IV (7 GW): Part-C”.

And whereas, Ministry of Power, Government of India vide its letter No. 25-17/5/2024-PG dated 16.02.2024
had granted prior approval under section 68(1) of the Electricity Act, 2003 for the overhead line covered under the
transmission scheme “Transmission System for Evacuation of Power from potential renewable energy zone in Khavda
area of Gujarat under Phase-IV (7 GW): Part-C”.
